Partial credit will be issued if a camper/class participant is unable to attend  
a full session due to a prolonged illness.  A written request for the credit is required along with a doctorôs note verifying the 
illness/disability before a credit is issued.

REGISTRATION INFORMATION FOR DAY CAMPS ONLY 
Please read all registration information carefully.  Call (978) 774-2055 if you have questions. 

 
We have two different day camps that operate for the entire summer season as well as several ñsports clinics & campsò  
that will keep your child busy from the time school lets out for the year, until it begins again in September.  We have color coded 
the pages to make it easier for you to find the option that best suits your needs: 

 
 

1. Make sure you use the correct registration form for camp of your choiceðone form per camper.  
 

       ÅGreen Form for Stiles Pond Day Camp - Tear out page 10 & return it to Y with deposit. Danvers YMCA Stiles Pond Day 
Camp in Boxford for the camper who loves being on the go and outside all day long, Monday thru Friday.  Bus Transportation 
provided from Danvers, Middleton, Topsfield & Boxford. 
       ÅBlue Form for Adventure Camp - Tear out page 6 & return it to Y with deposit. Adventure Day Camp at the Y facility on 
Pickering Street for the camper who needs a more flexible schedule. No transportation provided. Also, Sport Clinics & Camps 
that meet for only one week at some point during the summer.  
 

2. If you are enrolling your child in different camp options, a separate registration form must be completed PER CAMP, PER 
CAMPER. (see above) 

 

3. Cash, Checks, Discover, MasterCard, Visa  and AMEX are accepted. 
 

4. Checks are made payable to Danvers YMCA (include camperôs name on check) 
 

5. A non-refundable deposit per session, per camper, must accompany each registration form, and will be credited toward  
       the balance.  
 

6. Full payment must be made prior to the start of registered session.  A $15.00 late fee will be charged for payments 
received after the first day of scheduled session for all camps. Late payment fees apply at all camps & clinics.  

 

7.     Before Care (BC) and After Care (AC) must be marked on the registration form at time of enrollment.  
 

8. Once your registration has been processed, you will be mailed a parent packet which includes the health form as well as  
        others to be completed and are per camper. Your camp registration is not complete until all required forms are submitted.   
        Space is limited at each camp, so enroll early. No child will be admitted to camp without a current health form and   
        all other required forms on file. 
 
9. The YMCA does not  pro-rate weekly/daily fee due to missed days by campers. You must pay for all days your child is        

scheduled to attend. 
 

10.    PLEASE NOTE: If your childôs school closing for the summer conflicts with the first session start date, the fee for session I   
         Day Camp will be pro-rated. 
 
11.   All changes in enrollment must be received in writing at the YMCA 5 days PRIOR to the requested change. Please note:    
         Changes in enrollment may not always be accommodated due to licensing restrictions. 
 

Camp Staff:  All staff attend pre-camp training sessions, must pass a child abuse awareness program, criminal 
background checks, must hold a valid CPR and first aid certificate and many have lifeguard training.  All counselors 
have training and/or experience in the program areas they work.  All camp administrative staff are on site and all 
have a minimum of bachelorôs degrees in education/recreation and/or several years experience working with children 
either in a school or camp setting.  Our camps are licensed through the local Board of Health and adheres to state 
codes for day camps.

YMCA  ADVENTURE CAMPñDANVERS ages 4ñ12* 
Located at the YMCA facility on Pickering Street, Adventure camp has been designed for the camper who may not need a  
5 day/week program.  Our facility offers a large field for outdoor games and sports, a small stream for nature study, and indoor 
pool for swimming activities.  Campers are grouped by their age and participate in a program that includes crafts, recreational 
swims, nature activities, sports, games, special theme days, outdoor play at a local school, and computer activities.  Unique to 
this camp is the opportunity to participate in field trips. Field Trips are always optional, and there will be staff who stay behind to 
offer programs to those who choose not to participate.  Health Forms must be at camp on first day camper attends. 
 

*Volunteer Program:  (Refer to Parent Camp Packet for additional information)  
Teens ages 14 - 15 are encouraged to apply to Adventure Camp as a Volunteer C.I.T.  Teens will be interviewed and chosen 
based upon maturity and leadership capabilities. Teens must be willing to commit to a set schedule each week.  The Volunteer 
C.I.T. will participate in staff training sessions as well as staff meetings.  The Assistant Camp Director will supervise the C.I.T.ôs 
while at the camp. Teens will be expected to assist the senior camp staff with the younger campers in all program areas.  If your 

older child may be interested in this summer option, please contact  John or Joe at  978-774-2055. 
 

Half Day Option: This option will allow the YMCA to better serve children ages 4-5.  Young campers will be able to enroll in  
a 2, 3, or 5 half day option if the parent/guardian feels a full day is too long.  Parents use the Blue Adventure Day Camp Form 
for registration found on page 6.  
 

Transportation:  Parents/Guardians are responsible for the daily drop off and pick up at the YMCA.  Campers not picked up 
by 4:00 pm will be sent to the After Camp Program and the parent/guardian will be charged the daily extended care fee.                                                                           
 

Camp Hours:  9:00 am-4:00 pm or  9:00 am-1:00 pm (4 & 5 years old only)  
 

Extended Care Options:  BC Hours: 7:30-9:00 AM     AC Hours: 4:00-6:00 PM Before Camp (BC) and/or After Camp (AC) is 
available for an additional fee at our Pickering Street facility. Campers MUST register for this service on camp application-page 
6 in order to attend (See page 7 for more information on the Extended Care Option)  
 

Camp Sessions: Adventure Camp runs in ten (10) week sessions which allows for maximum flexibility throughout the summer.  
Each sessionôs enrollment is limited in size by our license.  It is advised that you enroll for as many sessions as necessary right 
away to ensure a space is available for your camper.

All Changes to camperõs schedule must be received in writing, 5 Days prior to re-
quested change-It is important to realize that day changes CANNOT always be accommodated due to licensing  
restrictions.

Located on 17 wooded acres of land on Stiles Pond in West Boxford, our program offers a beautiful outdoor setting for a 
traditional camp experience.  Our renovated camp property included a spacious parking lot, two basketball courts,  
improved paths and steps, and an air conditioned building.  The sparkling clear pond area allows for a full program of aquatic  
instruction, boating and recreational swimming.  The Athletic field is used for all types of sports and activities. The air  
conditioned Arts & Crafts lodge is used for crafts and more.  The new building will be used for indoor activities, movies and sports.  
We can now offer a greater variety of programs and activities on rainy days! Special activities include camp assemblies, nature 
walks, special theme days.  Special camper & family cookout nights are planned. Check the Y website for dates and information at 
www.danversymca. org.  A camp store sells snacks every day after the lunch period.  Other buildings and tents fill in as shelters on 
rainy days. Health forms must be received prior to or on first day at camp. 
 

*Summer of Service Program (formerly the Counselor-In Training C.I.T program )  
YMCA Summer of Service offers youth ages 13 and 14 (7th & 8th Grade) the unique opportunity to make a difference in their  
community while creating peer relationships, developing leadership skills, and learning more about the needs of others.  While itôs 
about service, itôs also about fun!  YMCA Summer of Service participants enjoy Fun Fridays with cool events such as pizza  
parties, ice cream socials, field trips and a lot more. Indicate this choice on green registration form to participate. 
 

Transportation:  Available from Danvers, Middleton, Topsfield & Boxford. When you complete your registration form,  
indicate both the bus # and stop name.  The number of campers assigned to each bus is limited, so enroll early to ensure a space 
on the bus of your choice.  Bus stops are pre-set.  You may choose different buses for AM and PM based on your needs; however 
we are not able to accommodate requests for different buses for different days.  Campers dropped off at the YMCA on Pickering St 
not picked up within 10 minutes of drop-off time will be sent to the After Camp Care and the parent/guardian will be charged the 
daily fee.

Enrollment is strictly limited.  Before Care and After Care is provided at the YMCA facility on Pickering Street.  Children are 
supervised by the Adventure Camp staff before and after the camp day.

BUS STOP INFORMATION 
       ***FOR DANVERS YMCA STILES POND DAY CAMP-BOXFORD ONLY*** 

 

School Bus Transportation is optional for all parents, however, there is no reduction in the price of the camp session should you 
choose not to use this service. The following policies are in effect regarding Bus Transportation: 
 
1. Transportation is provided from pre-set stops selected for their convenience and safety on two different bus routes through-

out the communities of Danvers, Boxford, Middleton & Topsfield.  Select a Stop Closest to your home. 
 
2. Young children should be attended at the bus stops at all times by a responsible person. Whenever possible, the camp will 
provide a ñbus monitorò to ride each bus. 

 
3. Bus Transportation is considered a privilege for all campers.  Campers who show disregard for their own safety and 

that of others on the bus may lose their bus privileges. The parent/guardian would then be responsible for providing 
transportation to and from camp each day.  There is no refund of camp fees for a child who loses bus privileges due 
to behavioral problems.  

 
4. Times given are approximate with a 10 to 15 minute variance either way is reasonable  to expect, especially on the first few 

days of a new session.   
 
5. A responsible person must meet the child at drop off.  No child will be left unsupervised at bus stops unless the 

camp receives written notice otherwise.  
 
6. Children not met by a responsible person will be transported to the YMCA on Pickering Street, and the parent as-

sumes responsibility for pick up and fee.   
 
7. Campers dropped at the Y on Pickering St must be picked up within 10 minutes of bus arrival. If not, Campers will be sent to 

the After Camp program and the parent/guardian will be responsible for the daily fee for that service.  
 
8. You may choose different buses for AM and PM; however, we are not  able to accommodate requests for different 

buses for different days. Neither are we able to accommodate requests for adding bus stops not already pre-set.  
 
9. Use the bus schedule on page 9 for correct bus number & stop information while completing your green registration form 

found on page 10.
